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SUR CURRICULUM

This year, we will use My View Reading and Big ldeas
Math for our curriculum.

Additionally, we use the Phonics First program, which
iIncludes the red words and High Frequency Words

(Sight Words) that students will learn throughout the
year.

In science, students will participate in a variety of
hands-on experiments throughout the year.
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oUR CURRICULUM

High Frequency Words
Red words are typically non-phonetic sight words that require
memorization because they cannot be sounded out using
phonetic rules. Students will be working on reading and spelling
the red words.

Sight words provide an excellent base for reading at an early age.
These words can be found frequently in a text. Sight words are
typically words that students can recognize immediately and can
read without having to decode, or sound them out.

We will be using the red word and sight word first grade list this
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QUR CURRICULUM
Accelerated Reader (AR)
Accelerated Reader (AR) is a program we use to help encourage

reading. Students can read a book and take a short comprehension
quiz on the book. Based on their score, they will earn points.

-For the first quarter, we will practice AR for fun.

-Next nine weeks, your child will get his or her first goal. It is
personalized to their reading level. Please encourage your child to
read to make his or her goal. Students that make their goal will earn
rewards.

-1 will also be reading AR books to the class at school to help them
make their goals.

-Your child will get a new goal each nine weeks.
